Cushions are now favoured above full-width humps for various reasons, including concerns with regards to drainage.  The main reason that Speed Cushions are now used is due to blue-light emergency service vehicles.  The cushions enable the vehicles to maintain a steady speed, and in the case of ambulances transporting patients to hospital, a comfortable and safe journey for the patient.  They are often used on bus routes for much the same reason, so that the passengers have a comfortable and safe journey.
