· The Church of England – Church Commissioners – Letter from Matthew Naylor as follows:-

The Church Commissioners own land east of Dordon and Polesworth.  This land, along with several other landowners’ land, has been identified by North Warwickshire Borough Council in their Local Plan as suitable for the delivery of 2,000 new homes.  We have been supporting the Borough Council’s intention to allocate this land in their Local Plan.

To date have only worked with the Council on the principle of development and how this could be delivered with respect to supporting infrastructure.  We have not got to the detailed stage of designing a master plan and certainly not to the level of detail regarding the type of housing that will be constructed, as you suggest in your letter. 

North Warwickshire Council has an Affordable Housing Policy which will require any housing development on the proposed allocation to include for a mix of housing tenures, which may include the need for rented properties.  They also have policies which ensure a range of house types across the development, for example, 2, 3, 4 and 5 bed homes. 

It is certainly not our intention to submit a planning application on any of our land in this area without consulting Dordon Parish Council and the community of Dordon.  We expect this consultation to occur later in 2018 or early in 2019, subject to the timings of the North Warwickshire Local Plan.
